TRAV and Ride with Pride in Staunton are co-hosting an educational workshop
focusing on NARHA certification updates. This will include discussions about the
riding criteria and teaching styles.

In 2010, NARHA added educational material to the therapeutic riding instructor
workshops so that they have been expanded to 2 1/2 days. Videos of teaching
techniques and riding demonstrations are now part of the workshop and have
been favorably received by the participants. This workshop is an opportunity for
individuals who have earned their certification to view these videos, help
analyze the teaching techniques and riding demos, and participate in class
discussions.
